The National Engineers Week-San Diego (NEW-SD) is seeking nominations for NEW-SD Awards. A special plaque will be presented to award recipients at the National Engineers Week Banquet on February 19, 2010, 6–9:30pm at the Joan Kroc Institute for Peace and Justice on the University of San Diego Campus. Award categories are as follows:
Outstanding Engineer – This award recognizes a practicing engineer who has made recent outstanding contributions to the field of engineering.
Outstanding Engineering Educator – This award recognizes an engineer who has made recent outstanding contributions to the field of engineering education as a faculty member in an ABET accredited engineering program.

Dr. Thomas Avolt Kanneman Outstanding Engineering Service – This award recognizes an engineer or non-engineer who has given outstanding professional and/or public service in or for engineering. The individual should have made recent direct contributions to enhancing the objectives of the engineering profession in Southern California.
Outstanding Engineering Project (and Co-sponsored Engineering Project) – This award recognizes a recently completed outstanding engineering project benefiting the general public. See nomination form for more details on co-sponsored project awards.
These awards are intended to recognize recent contributions to engineering within San Diego County. They are not intended for life-time contributions but for contributions typically within the past three years. Prior contributions (over three years) are appropriate for inclusion as general background information, but they will not be the primary basis for the current year award.

Nominations are reviewed and judged by the NEW-SD Committee, comprised of representatives from local San Diego County engineering societies.

Deadline for all nominations
The nomination deadline for awards is December 31, 2009. The nomination deadline for Co-sponsored Project awards is January 10, 2010. Nominations are closed after these dates. Earlier nominations are encouraged.

4) Hold a BS, MS, or PhD in an engineering field or be a licensed professional engineer; and

5) Be primarily employed as a practicing engineer (engineers primarily involved in education are not qualified for this award but may be qualified for a different award).
